Show Class

The purpose of showing in the long lining class, is to demonstrate aptitude, basic skills and confidence for preliminary driving. Scoring will be on a basis of 0-infinity
with 70 denoting an average performance. Each evaluated element will receive a score that will be added or subtracted from 70 and is subject to a penalty that should
also be subtracted. The score reflects the horse’s performance on that day. Conformation, Walk Circle, Jog/Trot Circle, Back and Manners/Attitude will be scored on
the following basis ranging from +3 Excellent, +2 Very Good, +1 Good, 0 Correct, -1 Poor, -2 Very Poor, -3 Extremely Poor and the Walk, Halt, Transition and Use of
Circles will be scored on the following basis ranging from +1%; Excellent, +1 Very Good, +1/2 Good, 0 Correct, -1/2 Poor, -1 Very Poor, -1%2 Extremely Poor.

Penalty 3: Head carriage behind the vertical, Slapping the entry with the lines, Counter bending
Penalty 5: Failure to demonstrate the walk for a quarter of the circle, Failure to demonstrate the trot for a quarter of the circle, balking
Disqualifications: Use of Draw Reins, Use of a Leverage bit, Use of tongue ties, Abusive use of the whip, Lameness, Evidence of abuse, inhumane treatment,

Going off pattern, Equine falling down, Use of improper equipment, Failing to exhibit all gaits and elements of the class, Entry entangling in a
line, Entry becomes loose
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
